RULES
1.
All entries must be the work of the student and this is taken into consideration when adjudicating.


ANY pupil may enter as self-choreography is encouraged from even the youngest pupils from 3 yrs.
2.
There are two sections:


 Medal Section 
 The performer(s) choreograph solos or duets for themselves and each entrant will win either a bronze, silver, or gold medal.

 Choreography Section

 This is where the item is choreographed by another student and marks out of 30 are awarded.  The highest mark wins the shield.  Solos, duets, small and large groups may be entered.  The choreographer should pay for the entry fee and the choreographer must be responsible for entering her pupils and for submitting the complete fee.
 3 .  Sections are:  Ballet  :  Tap  :  Modern  :  Song & Dance  :  Drama  :  National  :  Character  :  Solo Song. Entertainment:

    pupils may only enter only 1 item per section.

6.
Costume and make-up should be worn.

7.
The age of the performer(s) is shown on the programme for adjudicators to take consideration of.
8.
The dances must show a definite ending with a break or fade in the music.  Music should be edited well as marks will be lost if not cut or faded properly.  Music should be on  CD – please check playback on a cd player and not laptop
9.
The following are taken into consideration :    Age; Content and Standard of Choreography; Costume and Make-up; Choice and Quality of Music ; Stage Presentation (face).  Proper ending, curtsey/bow, use of stage space.
10.
NO help from any teacher or student teacher, or other pupils in the Medal Section is permitted.

11.
All dances may be entered for the British Arts, at a later date, if so wished & polished up by a teacher if required
